2. Why did a whole lot of Jesus’ followers decide to leave? What was it about Jesus’ teaching that scared them off (6:35-59)

3. When Jesus puts the question to the twelve disciples in v. 67, how would you paraphrase Peter’s response? How does this relate to
V. 65?

4. How do you think Jesus felt when he saw so many people desert him? What is the lesson here for the church today?

Apply
1. How many people that were active in church when you were younger have fallen away? What do you think are some of the reasons?
2. What words of Jesus are hard for you to accept?

Prayer
1. Who can you bless with this information?

2. What do you need to discuss with your life group?
3. What can we pray with you about? (What does the Spirit need to heal? What does the Spirit need to embolden?)
